Through histo-
rical research involving a compo-
sitional game of superimposi-
tion, he has arrived at basic 
conclusions about the collective 
imagination of the area.

She represents them in a state 
of observation, always eager to 
discover what lies behind the 
imaginary window open to the 
outside world.

BetArt is a biennial call for artists, 
launched jointly in 2012 by the 
Department of Culture of Calvià 
Town Hall and the Calvià 2004 
Foundation. The programme 
invites creatives to conceive artis-
tic and urban interventions 
contextualised in public space.

BetArt is currently running for the 
seventh time and the aim remains 
the same: to make the city’s art 
more accessible to residents and 
visitors by creating a more casual 
and welcoming environment than 
traditional art exhibitions, without 
doors or opening hours, with the 
ultimate goal of creating an 
open-air museum in Calviá.

Dani Hache 
(Arucas, Gran Canaria; 1984)

The artist’s work spans multiple 
disciplines and focuses on 
exploring human stories and 
concerns, with anatomy and 
colour as recurring themes. He 
places great emphasis on 
research and documentation, 
which he believes are necessary 
foundations to underline the 
ideas and messages he seeks to 
convey. His artworks often 
depict easily understood situa-
tions or scenes that have a 
strong visual impact.

In this intervention, the artist 
presents an allegory of teaching 
by using new technologies as a 
vehicle for the transmission of
knowledge. The work highlights 
the contrast between modern 
knowledge and the loss of 
ancient wisdom, while showing
how technology can be used to 
recover and preserve this 
ancient expertise.

Technique and medium: plastic 
paint and spray paint on wall.

He recog-
nizes that there is a continuous 
adjustment of energy required 
to maintain this equilibrium and 
its inherent complexity, both of 
which he aims to reflect in his 
artwork.
